Here are 12 ideas for schools and organizations to help raise 
money and awareness. 
 
1. Spare Change Collection. (Every bit counts!)  Put 
canisters around the building to drop in your spare change. 
   
2. T-Shirts – Get T-Shirts donated and have them printed 
with an inspiring message.  
 
3. Newsletter – Use your organization’s newsletter to share 
news about HeartsWithHaiti.org. 
 
4. Hold a student led event at your school– For 
example, students can to donate a set amount for each 
basket scored. Add a 50/50 raffle will be donated. 
 
5. Bulletin Board – People want to connect. Place a bulletin 
board in a public place for students and staff to leave 
messages for our friends in Haiti.  All messages can then be 
compiled and emailed.

7. Jeans Day – Have a Jeans Day at work or school and ask 
staff to donate to HeartsWithHaiti.org 
 
8. 5K Road Race –Great way to get people involved.   
 
9. Special Events  Get a bar or restaurant to host a dinner.  
 
10. Contact other schools – Other schools are looking for 
ways to help. Just ask. This is a teachable moment.
